FIRST GRADE CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT PLAN

Classroom Expectations

Be Safe

Be Responsible

Be Respectful

Consequences

· Positive: will be given on Friday to students who have stayed on blue for the whole weeks
· Pick their own partner for 10 minute partner reading in the loft 
· Use a special office supply (such as a gel pen or different colored paper) for Monday's class work 

· By showing excellent behavior and not receiving any verbal/non-verbal warnings a student can improve their standing on the thermometer

· Possible reading spot choices for scholars who have remained on blue

· Positive verbal feedback as well as notes home
**Each day starts out fresh. 
Negative: 
First warning- move name to yellow for breaking a classroom expectation

Second warning – move name to orange for breaking another classroom expectation 
Third warning:  move name to red for breaking another classroom expectation (students fill out a “red-slip,” explaining what they did wrong, parents must sign) 10 minutes of recess missed the next day
*Note:  if a student comes to school without his/her homework, he/she will complete it during recess.  
Visual Management System

A large thermometer posted in the classroom – Blue, Yellow, Orange, and Red

Weekly Behavior sheets will go home on Fridays 
Parent Communication

At the end of each week the student's will receive a note displaying their colors for the week.  If a student is on red for the day, a student written letter will be sent home for the parents to sign and return.   If the letter is not returned, the student will miss 10 minutes of recess.  
Behavior Procedures

Daily the students will start out on blue. If a student breaks a classroom expectation, they will get a verbal/non-verbal warning and will be responsible for moving their own name from blue to yellow on the thermometer. 

If a student receives a second verbal/non-verbal warning they will move their name from yellow to orange on the thermometer. If a student receives a third verbal/non-verbal warning they will move their name from orange to red on the thermometer.  The student will take a red slip (which are located next to the thermometer) and write a description of why they were moved to red. In the description the students are required to write out what expectation they broke and what they could do next time to make a better choice. The students will then put their red slips in the behavior bin. The teacher will then read the slips, edit them if needed, and send it home attached to their homework sheet. Parents must sign and return the note the following day. 

Classroom Procedures

Morning

1. Students line up on the 127 outside.  Students walk into the classroom, select a hot or cold breakfast (if they choose) and proceeded to their table. Once they are at their tables they will pull out their homework folder and put it in the homework folder bin.  Then they will proceed to their cubbie and hang up their backpacks.  
2. Students will start their morning work, which is posted on the easel in the front of the room.   
Pencils

1. At the end of each day, the pencil collector will collect all the pencils for the tables, sharpen them, and help put them back on each table. Students will start the day off with two sharpened pencils each.

2. If both pencils break, students will go to pencil bin and take another one. 
Bathroom

1. As a class we go to the bathroom twice a day in the morning and in the afternoon. 
2. If students need to use the bathroom at other times, they may use the classroom bathroom.

3. Students may use the bathroom through out the day just not during instruction.  
Lining Up

1. When it is time to line up, the teacher will count down from 5.  The teacher will then count down slowly to one. 

2. The students line up in number order. 

3. The first quiet and still table will be called to quietly line up. 

4. Students walk quietly in the halls with their arms at their sides. 

5. Line leaders will stop at each landing going up and down stairs.
Book Checkout

1. Students are called by table to select a book to check out for the night. They will check out books from their book boxes. Each student ill have a zip-loc bag in which to transport their book. 

2. As students leave for the day they will hold up their bags showing their book selection.

3.  When they return the next day they will hold up their bags to show that they have returned their book. 

4. If a student does not return a book they will not be allowed to check out a book for the next night. 

Leaving for the Day

1. Students will be called by tables (must be quiet and still to get called) to get backpacks and belongings and return to their seats. 

2. The first quiet/still tables are lined up first. 

3. Students walk to exit, following line procedure (quiet, with arms at sides).

Getting Supplies

1. Each table will have a group leader who is responsible for getting the supplies needed for each group.  The supplies will be located in the blue bins.
Asking for Help

1. While the teacher is working with a small group the students are not allowed to interrupt.  If they have a problem or concern they are to write it on a sticky note and post it on the board.  The teacher will check post-its when she is done with a group.

Moving around the room

1. The students will be allowed to get materials they need from their table bins.

2. They may not get up during whole-group lessons but are free to move during centers. 

3. Students may get up and get a drink or tissue during center and independent work time.

Lunchroom Behavior

1. Students will sit at designated table, talk quietly, and not get up from the table until dismissed. 

2. There will be two students assigned to lunchroom duty.  They help clean the tables.
